MVC Principal’s Meeting Minutes

October 10, 2000

Present: Scott Mihalovic, Tom Barth, Sandy Murray, Glen Martin, Pete Woerpel Bernie Ferry, Jeff Brengman and Terry Erickson.

Corrections to the 9-12-2000 minutes include the spelling of Scott Mihalovic’s last name and Bernie Ferry’s first name.  The vote mentioned in the last paragraph should have read "5/0 with 2 abstentions."  The next meeting date was incorrect: It should have read Oct. 10, 2000.

Pete Woerpel moved the minutes for approval with a second by Glenn Martin.  The motion carried.

Bernie handed out the agenda and a sheet with MVC Principals FAX numbers.  The Logan FAX was corrected to read 608-789-7711.

Everyone was reminded to have digital pictures of the ADs and Principals along with the school logo and updated schedule by Oct. 15.  After some discussion, the date was amended to be Oct. 23, for the next meeting of the Ads.

There was a discussion of what statistics should be gathered at the end of each season.  Terry Erickson is working with Cameron Bruce and the AD’s to determine what is necessary.  The Principals will ask each AD to work with the coaches in determining which statistics are important for each season.

The AD’s should decide the necessary stats for their Oct. 23 meeting.

It was stated be Tom Barth that we need to “get it (gathering the data) started” and work on it over time.

Terry stated that the AD’s should have a form by next week and they should bring it filled out to the Oct. 23 meeting.  Winter sport coaches will get a mandate of which stats to keep before the season begins.

The question was raised as to whether coaches job descriptions require them to keep statistics.  We need to look at this.

Tom Barth reported on the La Crosse School Boards decision to remove all mascots from Logan and Central High School gyms.  A letter is being sent to the Superintendent to explain the feeling s of the MVC Principals.

After discussion it was decided that the MVC will continue to display and print the logo’s/mascots of all member schools.  It was felt that this organization is not governed by any of the school boards.

Sandy Murray thanked the member Principals and Terry Erickson for their support.  The consensus is that logo’s and mascot should be determined by local control and not influenced by other boards.

The question was raised about supplies and additional costs related to the development and maintenance of the MVC web-site.  Tom Barth made a motion that “The MVC will pay up to $200 annually for web-site costs in addition to salary.  Any additional costs must have the approval of the MVC President.”  The motion carried unanimously.

Glenn raised the question of which schools have yearbook as a class.  A poll said all schools did.

Sub pay is $85 per day at La Crosse and Tomah, $80 at Onalaska, $75 at Sparta and Holmen, and $65 at Aquinas.

Tom Barth left.

Pete asked about having a uniform MVC co-curricular standard since the perception is that Onalaska code is stricter that the other member schools.  After much discussion, it was decided that we would bring our extra (co)-curricular code of conduct to the next meeting for comparison and further discussion.  The AD’s are also looking at this issue.

Terry said that the schedules are done into the 2002-2003 school year.

There was some talk about supervision of younger students (middle and grade school) at athletic events.  It seems everyone is concerned and working on the problem from different angels.

Bernie Ferry asked if anyone was interested in participation in a Monopoly Tournament this next weekend.  There was no interest.

Glenn Martin moved to adjourn with a second by Bernie Ferry.  There was no objection.
