4.	Content of all electronic pages must reflect the mission and vision of the School District of Holmen and may not contain any legally, ethically or morally questionable material in the judgment of the institution.





5.	Web page work must be free of spelling and grammatical errors.  All subject matter should relate to curriculum, instruction, school-authorized activities, general information relating to the School District, or the schools within the district.  Personal home pages will not be published as part of the District Web Site.





OWNERSHIP





All Web pages on the Districfs servers are the property of the School District of Holmen.  Web pages will be deleted when a staff member leaves the employ of the District.





STUDENT SAFEGUARDS





Web page documents may include only the first name and the initial of the students last name.  Documents may not include a student s phone number, address, or names of other family members or names of friends.





Decisions on publishing student pictures and audio clips are based on the supervising teacher's judgment.  The teacher must first determine if the student's parents/guardians have objected to such publication through the regular data privacy restriction process.





Web page documents may not include any information that gives the physical location of a student at any given time.





TECFINICAL STANDARDS





Each Web page added to the Web site must contain certain elements that will provide general consistency for District Web pages.  Those elements include:





The author's full name, e-mail address, and the last date of update should be placed on the Web page.





At the bottom of each page there must be a link that returns the user to the appropriate points in the District Web pages.





Users should not overload with graphics that will slow down a page.  The total size of any single page, including graphics, should not exceed 1.4 K (the content of a 3.5 disk).





All Web pages must be submitted to the building's web team or administrator for review before placement on the District Server.  The district's web master will place the Web pages on the District Server.
