MVC Principal’s Meeting

Minutes from previous meeting moved for approval by Pete Woerpel with a second from Scott Mihalovic.

Considerable time was spent discussing the progress of the MVC Web-site.  A discussion was held about the use of student names.  The motion was made to use the full name in all past history and to use only the first full name and last initial for all current students.  Scott Mihalovic made the motion with a second from Tom Barth.  After discussion, this motion was approved.

The motion was made to approve expenditure from MVC account to give Cameron Bruce the authority to establish a web-site at a cost not to exceed Seventy-five dollars ($75.00).  Tom Barth made the motion with a second by Bernie Ferry.  The motion passed.

Terry Erickson gave the commissioner’s report.  He was asked for a budget report.  Terry stated that the current balance in the checkbook is $8,761.60 with all bills paid including the second payment to the commissioner and one to Cameron Bruce.

Terry Erickson will provide a budget report every month.

The question was raised as to who would direct the statistics that are kept for athletics: Should it be the principals?  Bernie Ferrystated that the collection of stats needs clarification.  All coaches were given an opportunity to give input – only three responded.  After discussion, it was decided that we would let this evolve over time.

Terry was asked to tell the AD’s that we are proceeding with the Web-site.  – All coaches are urged to participate in this project.  Any suggestions for change will come through the principals.  Terry will work with the AD’s and coaches to support this web-site effort.

Terry Erickson handed out the MVC Sportsmanship Conference Agenda, evaluation form and suggestion summary sheet from the November 14 workshop.  There were positive responses from those who attended the workshop.  Terry felt the program seems to be getting stronger.  There were a number of great suggestions for the promotion of sportsmanship in the schools.  See the handout from Terry.

Terry Erickson introduced a letter from Barb Loomis regarding her daughter being named co-medallist for girl’s golf rather than the medallist outright.  The principals were asked to review the rules and their application in this instance.  Upon discussion and review of all the facts available, the following motion was made by Tom Barth with a second be Glenn Martin: Sarah Loomis is recognized as the medallist for the 2000 girls golf season.  The coaches circumvented the rule by selecting Sarah Loomis and Danielle Hoff as Co-Player of the year.  The motion passed.

The AD’s and Terry Erickson were asked to review and clarify the by-laws for Player of the Year and make recommendations back to the Principals.  They should also revisit having a Coach of the Year in each sport.

The annual meeting with the AD’s and Principals is set for Feb. 7 at Cedar Creek.  The Principals will meet at 11:00 with the AD’s joining us at 12:00 for lunch and a joint meeting.

Our next regular meeting is scheduled for Jan. 9, 2001 beginning at 7:30 at River Jacks.  Jeff Brengman will not be able to attend.  Tom Barth agreed to take minutes for this meeting.  Thanks Tom.
