MVC Principal / Athletic Director Annual Meeting

Wednesday Feb. 7, 2001

Cedar Creek Golf Course

Minutes from the last Principal’s meeting were moved for approval by Pete Woerpel and seconded by Scott Mihalovic.

Update from Terry Erickson on the tasks given to the Athletic Directors regarding the statistics needed for the web page.  Information is still not in.  A March 1, 2001 deadline was given for having stats from the AD’s to Cameron Bruce.  If a school does not have their stats in at that time, the school will not be represented on the web page in those areas this year.

A discussion of a sportsmanship award at the end of each season was begun.  The Principals agreed to support such awards.  It will be discussed with the AD’s.

All Conference selection process was then discusses with the recommendation that the AD’s get more involved in the selection committee to ensure that the by-laws are followed.  There should be one AD at each table of coaches with the by-laws that apply to that sport.

There was a general sharing of the NHS selection process at each school.  Pete Woerpel presented an extensive process used at Onalaska.

The meeting with the AD’s began about 12:00.  Discussion followed on the following:

1. WEB PAGE: Terry Erickson sent information needed by Cameron Bruce for inclusion on the web page.  The Principals felt we do not promote our excellent conference enough and the web page could help with this promotion.  March 1st is the deadline for information to be given to Cameron Bruce.  Terry Erickson will provide a sheet of stats needed from the winter and spring coaches for inclusion on the web site.  Each individual school will send its own stats to Cameron Bruce

2. SPORTSMANSHIP:  How do we feel school spirit is going?  The comment was made that the criteria for the sportsmanship trophy may have to be re-evaluated so the same schools are not selected each time.  Perhaps we can give a school an opportunity to recognize another school for its sportsmanship.  This should be a topic of discussion at the next AD’s meeting.  Each school should work to create its own definition of sportsmanship and who should be awarded a sportsmanship trophy.

3. ALL CONFERENCE SELECTION:  

Above everything, we want equality and fairness in following the by-laws.  Try having two AD’s (one to facilitate and the other to take notes) at each table during the selection process.  The AD’s will discuss this at their next meeting.

4. FOUR CLASS SYSTEM: The consensus is that this system is working well.  There needs to be some discussion on renaming the sophomore and perhaps the freshman teams.  The AD’s will take this issue of renaming the levels back for discussion.

5. PROCEDURES FOR GREETING VISITING TEAMS: Each event is different so it is difficult to establish a consistent process.  All schools try to meet the visiting coach and team.  A suggestion was made to try to have an administrator at each away game especially at “natural rivals”.  The visiting Administrator should ID Him/herself to the host school game manager.

6. OFFICIAL SALARIES: Salary payment for officials was reaffirmed and a change was made in mileage reimbursement.  From now on mileage will be at $0.31 per mile.

7. CO-CURRICULAR CODES: A summary of the MVC schools co-curricular codes was handed out to everyone.  An interesting comparison for reference.  La Crosse schools have added a self-referral component that reduces the consequences by 50%.
