The minutes of the last meeting were moved to approve by Mihalovic and seconded by Woerpel.





Scott who summarized the issue between Aquinas and Logan addressed the issues of recruitment within and between MVC schools first: A letter was sent from a Logan coach to some Aquinas students that could be interpreted as a recruiting letter.  The letter was inappropriate within the system.  Scott also stated that it is important to keep the lines of communication open at all times.





There was a brief discussion of the rules regarding transfers between public to private and private to public schools.  We all need to revisited the issues regarding recruitment and transfers with our respective coaches and AD's.

Terry Erickson reported that the Bank Balance as of 9/12/2000 was $10,398.





The pay from officials per the March 1, 2000 draft was approved on a motion from Brengman and a second from Mihalovic.





Terry would like the revised activity codes from all schools by October 4.





The next Principal/ AD meeting was set for Feb. 6, 2001 starting with the Principal's meeting at 1 1:00 followed at 12:00 with a lunch meeting with the AD's.





The issue of school start dates was discussed briefly.  It appears that most schools will start after Labor Day.





The issues of distance leaming were discussed.  For those schools who participate, the continuing problems of scheduling and the constant frustration of disparate school start dates continues to be problematic.





The La Crosse school board will be taking up their concern with the Tomah Indians logo currently displayed at Central.  The board will be moving to remove the logo from all district buildings.  Sandy Murray made it clear that Tomah will fight any effort to remove their logo.  Tomah is very respectful and has the Nations support for the logo.  The school officials meet annually with the tribal elders and have their support.





The Principal's voted 510 in favor of Tomah's effort to keep their logo.  The two La Crosse Principals's reserved the right to have the vote changed to 51-1 if they were directed by the District Administration.





The next meeting will be Tuesday, October 19 at Perkins in Onalaska.


The motion was made by Barth and seconded by Murray to adjourn.
