MVC Meeting (December 6, 2006)
The following is a summary of the MVC Principal/AD Meeting on December 6, 2006:

Conference Realignment:  Deb Hauser from the WIAA reviewed possible conference realignment.  There are concerns with declining enrollment of Luther and Aquinas and future status in the MVC and Coulee Conference.  Deb reviewed the status of the area conferences and their conference alignment status.  After a lengthy discussion, the MVC voiced the following conference priorities:


-1st – A MVC Conference with (8) schools (West Salem, Black River, etc.)


-2nd – MVC remain the same with (7) schools

-3rd – A large/small MVC Conference with additional teams from the Coulee Conference.

Deb was planning to visit with Coulee Conference school members also on December 6, and report back to us the discussion.  A decision will be forthcoming in the spring of 2007.

Leadership/Sportsmanship Workshop:  After a dialogue of the structure of the Leadership/ Sportsmanship Workshop the following was agreed upon for next year:

-The 2007 workshop will be held on Wednesday, November 28.  This would be outside the WKCE testing window.

-The workshop will continue to emphasize leadership strategies for students.  Leadership strategies will be used to evaluate and develop MVC sportsmanship strategies.


-We need to involve/engage students more in the program.

-Development of  a process/strategies for students to apply at their school the leadership traits.


-The AD’s will discuss the speaker/facilitator for next year.

Sportsmanship Code:  It was agreed upon that the MVC Conference will adapt a Sportsmanship Code that will be read over the PA starting on Friday, December 8.  The statement will read:

“The following are the MVC Sportsmanship expectations for all students, parents and fans in order to promote positive sportsmanship.
The Mississippi Valley Conference promotes good sportsmanship by student-athletes, coaches, and spectators.  We request your cooperation by supporting the participants and officials in a positive manner.

Fans are expected to cheer for your own team and not against the other team.

The use of negative or inappropriate cheers, chants, or comments against the opponent, their school, fans, or the officials are not allowed and are grounds for removal.

Your cooperation with these guidelines will provide and promote positive sportsmanship.”

Officials:  Several schools in the MVC are experimenting with (3) person officiating crews for non-conference games.  These crews are working non-conference games.

The state tourney series will continue to use the (3) person crew this year at sectional and state tourney competition.  The MVC will continue to explore using (3) people to officiate basketball and the costs involved.

Next Meeting:  The next MVC Principals’ meeting will be held on Tuesday, January 9 at Perkins.
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
